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Charity auctions of biodynamic Bordeaux Classified Growth 
 

 
 

Caelestis, a brand launched by an association supporting organic and 
biodynamic viticulture, has carried out in recent weeks charity auctions of 15 
bottles of Château Fonroque, Grand Cru Classé of Saint-Emilion for WWF on 
three continents.  Apart from raising funds for the WWF (World Wildlife Fund), 
Caelestis “aims to heighten public awareness of the impact of wine production 
and consumption” declares Grazyna Lallemand, one of the two volunteers of 
this association. 
 
“Out of 176 Bordeaux Classified Growth wines, only 4 are certified organic, 
including 3 biodynamic, making Caelestis one of the rarest Classified Growth 
wines, especially that its label is autographed by a celebrity”, she emphasizes. 
 
For charity auctions in London, New York and Hong Kong, the association got 
the support of the Polish composer Jan A.P. Kaczmarek who won an Oscar for 
the best film music in 2004 for “Neverland”. 
 
On the labels of the 15 bottles of Château Fonroque biodynamic wine 
elaborated by Alain Moueix, Mr. Kaczmarek has written: “Pure wine brings 
great inspiration to my music”.  Besides, the composer has specially 
composed a piece of music to listen on www.caelestis-bio.com. 
 
Charity auctions of respectively 5 bottles presented in a hundred-year-old 
recycled wooden box in the shape of a book have raised 825 pounds (992 
euros) for WWF UK and 1.500 dollars (1.127 euros) for WWF USA. 
 
The online auction in Hong-Kong lasts until 31st January. 
“Following the example of the ‘Hospices de Beaune’, we have the ambition to 
carry out auctions annually”, hopes Mrs. Lallemand, underlining that “la 
Romanée-Conti, one of the best known wines in the world, is elaborated bio-
dynamically”.
